Board Minutes from April 13, 2009 / 6:30 p.m.

The School Board of Parkview Christian Schools, Inc., held its monthly meeting on April 13, 2009 at the school office.  Members present:  Mr. Jim Ballard, Mr. Alan Branding, Mr. Vince Henzel, & Mr. Mike Mertens.

Meeting was called to order by President Mike Mertens at 6:44 p.m.  Prayer was offered by Mr. Mertens.

Due to the lack of Board Members present, minutes from the previous meeting were not read or approved.

Superintendent’s Reports -

Linette Smith submitted a written report on North Creek Child Development.  She indicated that enrollment has peaked to 104 and they are still giving tours.  The center continues to receive phone calls and inquiries for the fall.

An elementary report was submitted by Mrs. Spath.  She indicated the school received $170 from the Blood Bank of Lincoln.  This needs to be given out to a student but no criteria exists for whom or how the money should be distributed.  It was suggested that the Finance Committee could make a recommendation based on need.

A Federal Programs report was handed out to Board Members. 

Mr. Frost gave a report for the Middle School and High Schools.  There is some juggle of class rooms going on with the new addition of Calvary Church as the church moves into the new building.  Among the highlights of his oral report:

* Caleb Schmucker placed third at the state contest in poetry out loud;

* three PCS students took part in the play “Beauty and the Beast” at the Haymarket Theatre;

* the second annual Parkview Christian golf tourney is scheduled for May 28 at Woodland Hills golf course.  This is the second straight year the event will be held at Woodland Hills.

Jerry Simerly provided a verbal report on PCS athletics, which included the following items:

* the speech team participated in the Nebraska Frontier Conference held at PCS in March.  No one qualified for state but it was a good experience;

* in music, the band participate in at conference held in Prague, Neb.  The band also took part at MUDECAS and received some good marks.

* the annual spring concert was held in the gymnasium and was well-attended.

* most of the athletic uniforms have been inventoried and are being stored away; the football helmets need to be re-conditioned and the issue of how often they need to be re-conditioned, which is fairly expensive, will be looked into.

* the track team, under the direction of new coach Brandon Rohr, has participated in three meets;

* the search for a football coach is still in progress;

* several prospective student-athletes visited the school and the NSAA rules governing transferring and eligibility were briefly discussed.

The Public Form was offered to those non-Board members in attendence.  Marna Fuchser gave a report for the Parent Teacher Association.  The month of March was a busy one with the following tasks performed:

* provided a hospitality room for the speech contest;

* served a meal for the teachers during the Parent-Teacher conferences;

* conducted a skating party that drew 80 kids.

Mr. Ballard made a motion to interview the top two candidates for the vacant Superintendent position as determined by the Search Committee.  There were four votes yes and one vote in favor was given verbally by phone.

The meeting was adjourned.
