
Parkview Christian School

Board Minutes / 6-08-2009 / 6:45 p.m.

The School Board of Parkview Christian Schools, Inc., conducted its monthly meeting on Mon., June 8, 2009 at the Calvary Church.  Members present were Mr. Jim Ballard, Mr. Alan Branding, Mr. Todd Case, Mr. Vince Henzel, Mr. Ben Kramer, Mr. Steve Davenport, and Mr. Mike Mertens.

Meeting was called to order by Todd Case at 6:45 p.m.  Prayer was offered by Mr. Case.

Minutes from the previous meeting were reviewed.  Steve Davenport made a motion to accept the minutes and Alan Branding seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Alan Branding made a motion to accept the April minutes as presented.  Todd Case seconded and voting was in 6-0 in favor.
Roxanne Leggott submitted a written report and update on Growing Hearts Daycare.  She said they are working on trying to get play-ground equipment.
Nicole Malone submitted a report with a Superior Child Development update, and Linette Smith submitted a written report on North Creek Child Development.  No questions were asked by the board.

Marcia Spath provided a written report with an Elementary School update.  Most noteably:

> she described the CRT results;

> complete Battery & Total Class scores

> how the 2009 results compared with 2008;


> provided assistance with how to understand the report and information compiled.

Karen Case submitted a report on the Food Service and Federal Programs. 

Mr. Larry Frost provided brief oral reports for Middle School and High School. For the most part,  the school year ended well with respect to academics and student conduct:

Athletic Director Jerry Simerly gave a verbal update on athletics which included the following:

· students will begin open-gym workouts in the mornings from 7:00 to 9:00 a.m. Monday through Thursdays;  students will also be participating in camps.
· Caleb Schmucker qualified for the state track meet and nearly qualified for the finals in the 300 meter hurdles.
Laurie Polivka submitted a written report with an update on Institutional Advancement.  The report included a public relations update, enrollment management, and fund-raising.  The 2nd annual golf tournament is scheduled for July 16 at Woodland Hills Golf Course.


Mr. Henzel asked about the elementary enrollment being down from 2007-08.  Discussion followed with comments as to why PCS hasn’t retained students in the elementary grades.  Todd Case initiated a discussion regarding summer promotional ideas, and ideas to promote the school throughout the community.  The idea of yard signs was brought up, and Mr. Ballard suggested the school concentrate on outstanding enrollments and collecting fees.
During Public Forum, Carol Frost approached the Board and asked when she would be paid for coaching track.  After listening to her comments, Board members responded by saying the school fully intends to pay her the amounts owed but would need to develop a plan as to when and how much can be paid, based on current finances.

· Jim Ballard made the motion to move out of Executive Session; Alan Branding secondedl

Additional motions made during the meeting:


* by Alan Branding that PCS send a letter within 15 days to all teachers who are owed back pay and address in writing a confirmation of the amount owed by the school and that a plan would be put into place to provide restitution.  Todd Case seconded the motion and the vote was unanimous.
Motion to adjourn was made by Ben Kramer, seconded by Steve Davenport.  All were in favor.  Mike Mertens closed in prayer.
