Nine Week Report

Our system is set up on a nine week report period.  The student will be issued a report card stating their academic progress. These grades will be the average of percentage earned for that period.  A grade showing effort in class participation will also be shown with on a scale from 1 to 7.  A progress report will also be issued midway through each nine week period.  Report cards and progress reports are to be signed and returned with the exception of the last nine week report.  

You will receive communication from the teacher during a nine week period when problems develop in the academic or conduct area.  Phone calls, notes, or requests for a conference, by the teacher, will be used to let you know of problem areas that may be developing.  Please cooperate in returning signed notes to the teacher the next day after they are received.

Parent/Teacher conferences will be scheduled after the 1st and 3rd nine week report periods.  A parent may request a conference with the teacher or administrator at any time.  Arrangements for the conference should be made through the office and at a time convenient for all parties involved.  The administration is determined to have regular communication in order to not surprise the parent at grade time.
