Meeting was called to order at 6:40 p.m. by Mike Mertens.  Prayer was offered by Mike Mertens.

Mike Mertens passed around a thank you note from Mr. Kris Rebentisch for the Christmas gift given to staff.

The minutes from the previous meeting were read.  Vince Henzel made the motion to accept the minutes as amended; Russ Pinyan seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Superintendent’s Reports -

Linette Smith submitted a written report with a Superior Child Development Center update.  The wish list that was printed was a great success, receiving most everything asked for!

Angela Naylor submitted a written report with a Growing Hearts North update.  Numbers are going up!  Six new children were enrolled over Christmas break.  Staffing has been rearranged to help with the classes.  We are still working on the grant for the fence.  The children continue to go to the library and Independence House for field trips.

Cindy Farewell submitted a written report with a Growing Hearts South update.  Mr. Farewell had the Director turn in her resignation.  Mrs. Yost has stepped up to fulfill the Asst. Director position.  Other staff has also stepped up to help where needed.  We continue to give tours regularly and enroll new students.  We will be meeting with the Lincoln City Church nursery people to discuss how things are going.

Cindy Farewell submitted a written report with a North Creek Child Development Center update.  On December 29th the paperwork was turned in on the new center.  December 30th keys were handed over.  Holly and Mrs. Farewell sent out a letter to all parents that was received very well.  There’s a few building issues that are being dealt with.  Our most pressing issue is transportation because of one van and the number of students to transport.   Numbers are being looked at and worked out regarding enrollment, income and expenses.

Marcia Spath submitted a written report with an Elementary School update.  The tetherball poles are anchored in the tires and soon to be ready for play.  Mr. Kiburz has offered to install gutters on the portables.  We’re working on our books that will be published.  The 3rd and 4th graders went to the Independence House to sing and recite memory verses.  The wish list will be included with weekly announcements as an attachment as well as being sent home with students.  Mrs. Spath will serve as contact person for this project.

Middle School and High School oral reports were presented by Mr. Frost.  We continue to have very little problems.  We’ve enrolled several new students over Christmas break with three more enrolling at semester.  Contracts and salaries are being evaluated in preparation for next fall.

Larry Frost submitted an oral report with an Athletic Program update.  The Holiday Tournament went very well in Mr. Simerly’s absence.  Over $2200 was made over the two tournament days.  We will also be hosting the Conference Tournament in January.  Boys’ and girls’ basketball continue to work hard.  We have several middle school and elementary students participating in the Catholic League and Y-League.  By a donation given to the athletic department, new basketball uniforms were ordered for the boys however girls uniforms were sent my mistake.  Sandy Buda offered the school a deal to keep them and reordered uniforms for the boys!

Laurie Polivka submitted a written report with a Development update.  The annual PCS Auction has been set for Friday, April 27th at the Downtown Holiday Inn.  Copies of the Douglas Theater ad and the parenting seminar flyer were handed around for review.  The cakewalks and class-sponsored dinners continue to work well for fundraisers.

Karen Case submitted a written report on the Food Service and Federal Programs.

Alan Branding submitted a written report on the Business Committee.  Copies of the scholarship policy and tuition graph were handed out and discussed.  Mr. Branding is looking in to having families use FACTS as a tool to show what families can and cannot afford.  Discussion was held.
