Linette Smith submitted a written report with a Superior Child Development Center update.

Marcia Spath submitted a written report with an Elementary School update.  Pastor Jerry has inquired about a storage building between elementary buildings.  Board members will be represented at both the K-5 and 8th grade graduations.

Middle School and High School oral reports were presented by Mr. Frost.   We had 3 high students qualify for the State Track Meet.  The boys track team won the Conference Championship this year.  Lincoln High and Malcolm have been great in letting us use their track for practice this year. Jerry Simerly submitted a written report with an Athletic Program update.  We’ve started planning the camps for this summer and getting students on a lifting program.  Mr. Simerly will be meeting with each coach for an evaluation and goal setting for the coming seasons.  Mr. Frost explained that individual awards would not be handed out due to our size and being a team!

Laurie Polivka submitted a written report with a Development update.  The auction netted about $20,000 this year, which was about the same as last year.  Attendance was down a little from last year.  Mr. Case encouraged everyone to start now in promoting the auction.  Thank you, Laurie, for a job well done!  Mike Mertens asked about the possibility of adding a third big fundraiser.
