
Parkview Christian School

Board Minutes / 5-11-2009 / 6:30 p.m.

The School Board of Parkview Christian Schools, Inc., held its monthly meeting on May 11, 2009 at the Calvary Church.  Members present:  Mr. Jim Ballard, Mr. Alan Branding, Mr. Todd Case, Mr. Vince Henzel, & Mr. Mike Mertens.

Meeting was called to order by President Mike Mertens at 6:42 p.m.  Prayer was offered by Mr. Mertens.

Minutes from the previous meeting were not presented or approved.  Todd Case made a motion to read the minutes next month and have them approved along with the May minutes.  Jim Ballard seconded the motion, and voting was 5-0 in favor.

Pre-School Daycare - there were 11 students enrolled in K4 and 6 in the K3, as reported by Mrs. Roxanne Leggett.  She is hopeful of increasing the numbers by this summer.

Superintendent’s Reports -

Linette Smith submitted a written report on North Creek Child Development.  No questions were asked by the board.

Mrs. Marcia Spath submitted an elementary report.  There may be an individual willing to donate sod for between the portable buildings.  The skirting around one of the portables should be completed soon.

A Federal Programs from report prepared by Mrs. Karen Case was presented to Board Members. 

Highlights of the report given by Mr. Frost were:


* final arrangements for Graduation ceremonies were organized; a speaker has been secured, the ceremony will be held in the new sanctuary of Calvary Church, and the band was scheduled to perform.


* the annual spring auction went very well; Mrs. Laurie Polivka was commended for her efforts and organization; 


* the spring banquet went as planned;


* the golf tournament was tentatively scheduled for May 28 but not finalized; Mrs. Simerly indicated Holmes Lake had expressed an interest in participating in the fund-raiser;


* the spring has been very hectic, between band contest, track meets;


* teacher contracts and salaries needed to be addressed for 2009-10;

A verbal report on PCS athletics and activities was given by Jerry Simerly, which included the following items:


* track meets dominated the athletic scene, with the District meet and potential state meet approaching;


* the athletic banquet took place the gymnasium and awards were given out by the coaches in their respective sports;


* the annual Pops Concert and Play will be held at the gym on Tuesday;


* the school’s athletic handbook needs to be upgraded; additional comments were made to discuss and revise the eligibility requirements for all extra-curricular activities;

The Board moved into executive session.

Jim Ballard made a motion to move out of executive session, and was seconded by Todd Case.  

Additional motions made during the meeting:


* by Alan Branding that the Business Committee contact Josten’s to remove Sue Bobbett as the contact person for PCS.  Todd Case seconded the motion and the vote was unanimous, 5-0.


* by Todd Case to accept the resignation of Mrs. Roberts at the end of the current school year.  This was seconded by Alan Branding and the vote was 5-0 in favor of the mtoion.

Todd Case motioned to adjourn the meeting and Jim Ballard seconded.
